Flattener Test Photos

All Photos are taken with Canon Eos 450d mod. 1600 ASA 30 Seconds saved as jpeg and are not processed in any way, except for adjacent harder compression to save web space.
I didn't use guiding on the EQ6, so stars are sometimes little streaks.

This is a quick and dirty test, so I didn't play around with distances for better results,

every flattener ist tested as it comes.

- The "Universal" Flattener works without changing focal length of the scope.

It is apparently the same as the new Astrotech 2" Flattener. The test on the 80/600

Black Diamond appears courtesy to Dieter Beer.

- The William Optic III Flattener reduces 0,8x

- The Vixen Flattener reduces 0,66x – the adaption to the Skywatcher drawtube (M54)

      is th reason I tested on the Skywatcher ED's only.

- The "Standard" Flattener also doesn't change focal length.

- The SW085 Flattener is the new Skywatcher 0,85x Reducer/Flattener, like our Vixen

adaption it is screwed directly to the M54 drawtube thread of the Skywatcher ED          refractors (NOT Equinox). It comes in three brands for the respective focal lengths and    each is tested with the specified refractors. Very probably the ones for 600mm and     900mm use the same lens, but with different distances (to be verified...).
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
